Dessutom innehalla Afzelius’ i Upsala universitetsbibliotek forvarade
dagbdcker for dren 1795 och 1796 rikhaltiga naturhistoriska och etnografiska
iakttagelser. Det siger sig sjilf, att i dessa dagbdcker icke finnes minsta an-
tydan om hvad Henry Servanté pastdr sig ha hort af Afzelius och som han
i bref af d. 12 aug. 1805 berittar med foljande ord: »He [Afzelius] informed
me, that having penetrated far into the country, he met with three persons,
who came from a much more interior part of that continent, and from the
conversation he had with them, by means of an interpreter, he found the
assertions of Swedenborg confirmed. Mr. A. assured me that the countenances
of these men were beautiful and comely, (very different from the negroes
on the coast), their voices were sweet and sonorous, their gestures and man-
ners mild and engaging, and that they had frequent open communication
with the spiritual world and its inhabitants; even at the time Mr. A. was
with them, they declared they saw angelic spirits, which it seems was no
uncommon case with these men» (The Monthly Observer, Vol. 1, 1857, s. 313).

U Af bref fran Afzelius den 2 maj 1797 (Ups. univ.-bibl.) framgar, att han ansett Wad-
strom med detta offentliggérande ha ofverskridit sin befogenhet.
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
